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Key Idea: In the Beginning

This unit focuses on the stories of creation as recorded in Genesis and the Psalms as expressions of prayer.

Unit Content

Pupils begin their study by examining one or both of the stories of creation found in Genesis 1 and 2. In learning about
and then praying the Psalms, pupils learn how the Church praises God in creation.

o A sense of wonder for creation
o Awillingness to learn from Scripture

¢ An appreciation of the truths contained in Scripture

e A sense of the value of prayer
