Q. Are the sessions for the parents or pupils? A. The sessions are for parents as an induction to the class your 
child is in, the routines they will be following and the expectations we will have of them. It is also a chance to 
meet your new teacher if you have not had that opportunity already.  
Q. Do I have to go to all three sessions? A. No – you will only need to go to one session. The same session 
content is being repeated three times to allow parents with more than one child in KS1 and KS2 the 
opportunity to attend their child’s session. In addition, the content will be published on the school website for 
any parent who is unable to attend one of the three sessions.  
Q. Why is there no session for EYFS? A. EYFS parents had their induction session before the summer holiday 
and have regular show and share sessions throughout the year.
